The History

UCLA UniCamp was founded in 1934 as a depression-era relief project for impoverished children living in the Sawtelle District of West Los Angeles. The idea for UniCamp grew out of a Christmas canned food drive, the success of which motivated student volunteers to take several children out of their economically disadvantaged neighborhoods and into a camp in the mountains, where they hoped they could inspire the children to envision new possibilities in their lives. They named their project "University Camp," or "UniCamp" for short. Since then, the small undertaking has grown significantly, and this 77th year of camp looks forward to including you in its legacy.
Today, UCLA UniCamp operates educational and recreational programs for children from under-served families in the Los Angeles area. UCLA UniCamp strives to build self-esteem, promote the value of education, and foster a sense of community through the leadership, service, and support of UCLA student volunteers. UniCamp links the university with the community.

Four years ago, UniCamp received a grant for $500,000, which enabled us to expand our campsite. With this increased capacity, we are now able to serve even more campers and volunteers alike.  Due to the continual dedication, support, and fundraising efforts of our volunteers, UCLA UniCamp is able to continue the tradition of inspiring campers to make a difference year after year.
